Top Tips to tackle negative attitudes 

This project was designed and run by the Coventry based charity, Grapevine, 
to promote inclusive and cohesive relationships between young people with 
and without learning disabilities. This was achieved through a set of shared ex-
periences that challenged prejudices and negative perceptions. Young peo-
ple were put in the driving seat by developing and implementing shared activi-
ties that led on to tackle myths and prejudices around perceptions of young 
people with learning disabilities.   
 
The findings of the project demonstrated that by working together, young peo-
ple with and without learning disabilities can overcome their prejudices and 
fear.  
A youth friendly magazine has also been produced by the young WATS! team.  
This accessible guide features the story of the project  in words and pictures as 
a way to inspire others to change minds.
